The team of School District No. 46 representatives spent numerous hours reviewing
the plan. There were many aspects of the plan that we found intriguing, however, this
response focuses on three main areas as they relate most specifically to the school
district: family housing, traffic patterns and school district input.

Family Housing

Rental of affordable housing is a key issue for you and for us. The transient nature of
some of our families is exacerbated by the lack of available and affordable rental
property. If the plan is to increase employment opportunities for young families, they
need access to affordable housing and close green spaces.

Example: residential over businesses: although this option provides more housing, it
is not a good option for people with young families.

It is also noted that there is a limited indication of multi-family housing within close
proximity to Sechelt Elementary School, Chatelech Secondary School, Kinnikinnick
Elementary School or West Sechelt Elementary School. Like you, the school district
needs young families and this type of housing provides choice for families.

Traffic Patterns

We have included multi community access by both road and walking/biking trail in
this category. We agree with the traffic calming ideas, especially as we encourage
greener ways to get to work, school and shopping.

There needs to be a greater emphasis on connecting West Sechelt Elementary School to
downtown Sechelt and Kinnikinnick Elementary School to both downtown Sechelt and West
Sechelt. Foot/bicycle traffic options would support the “green community emphasis” and reduce
the carbon footprint. Is it possible to extend the green corridor to Davis Bay?

We would like some further clarification on your combination of public and school transit (page
84:12.9).

West Sechelt: School District Input

We feel that we are coming into the Official Community Plan conversation very late into the
planning. There seems to be a great opportunity for a development/expansion conversation
around the West Sechelt area as the Neighbourhood Plan was adopted in 1999. As it is
identified as the largest neighbourhood in your plan, and we see the number of students
projected in West Sechelt on the rise, there is mutual benefit for a joint conversation with the
education community, including, but not limited to, staff, students, parents, and community
members living in West Sechelt. In fact, the entire Official Community Plan process has great
educational value as an external credit course for students.

General Comments (in no particular order)

Page 73, second column, “Community Services and Facilities” section: first sentence is missing
“schools” — schools are addressed more specifically on the next page, but so are libraries and
they are included in this list.

Page 74: “Schools” Section: the sentence that spills over from the first column to next column
needs revision, as the closure consideration process is over. Perhaps it could read “Any
consolidation of elementary schools and grades will impact families and the fabric of the
neighbourhoods.”

Page 74: Regarding second column, third sentence, stating that there is a requirement to consult
with local government on surplus or underutilized school space is incorrect. The Ministerial
Order being referenced refers to school closures only.

Of note is the sanitary sewer section on page 92. A conversation between the School District
and District of Sechelt needs to occur sooner than later if there are to be long-term plans
imposed on the school district.

Some aspects of the document appear to be directing what the school district can and cannot do.
We would hope to be consulted about this sooner rather than later.

e Traffic Impact Assessment, page 84: 12.10.
* 10.4 - Supporting & Retaining Youth.
* Education: 10.15, 10.16, 10.17 (Joint Use of Facilities), 10.18 — adults are also part of
School District No. 46.

To all Superintendents:

I am writing to you about full day kindergarten and working with parents who have concerns
about their children being developmentally ready for full day programming. As you know,
government is committed to expanding kindergarten to full school day by September 2011 and
developing pre-kindergarten for BC’s children in the future.

In BC, many five-year-olds have already been in half day preschool, full day child care, or have
attended a StrongStart BC early learning program for some time before kindergarten. Their
families are for the most part confident that their children will thrive in full day kindergarten.

However, we have heard that some of you may be experiencing some requests from parents for
less than full day programming when they feel their child may not be developmentally ready for
full school day. For these children, it is important for principals to have the flexibility to work
with families to make a plan for a transition, beginning with less than a full school day.

The individual needs of children are important, and schools need to be responsive. The goal
should be collaborative planning among the principal, kindergarten teacher, and family, working
toward integrating a child into the full day program as soon as they are ready. This could mean
gradually increasing the time a child spends in class.

From other jurisdictions, we have learned that most children make this transition quickly and
adapt to the full school day, often asking their parents to let them stay longer to participate in the

engaging activities available to them at school.

Please encourage your principals and kindergarten teachers to work with families who have these
types of concerns in your district.
